SCHOOL PROGRAMS

HMTC offers a variety of grade-
specific programs for students
in grades 5 through 12. In-Center
programs include a tour of the
museum exhibit, testimony from
a survivor or a child of a
survivor, and an array of
workshops. Workshop topics
include “Looking Back, Moving
Forward: Lessons of the
Holocaust” (Grades 5-12) and
“Deconstructing Symbols of
Hate” (Grades 7-12).

Our Museum

The museum presents a detailed
and comprehensive chronicle of
the Holocaust in six galleries,
using multimedia displays,
photographs, artifacts, archival
footage, and testimonies from
local survivors and liberators. It
also looks at genocides and acts
of intolerance that have
happened in the years since
1945, asking visitors to think
about the actions an individual
can take to promote resistance
to prejudice and to prevent the
spread of hate.

HMTC takes education beyond
the classroom with programs
that feature powerful lessons
from the Holocaust that put
world events into a new
perspective. We offer
specialized professional
development programs for
teachers, nurses, lawyers, law
enforcement personnel, first
responders and others.
